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Improving cognitive recovery after right-
brain stroke:

• Right-brain strokes often spare language 
and right-hand use, but affect crucial 
cognitive skills such as visual-spatial 
processing and emotion recognition

• Re-training of these skills, possibly 
enhanced by non-invasive brain 
stimulation, could dramatically improve 
functional outcomes and quality of life for 
survivors of right-brain stroke
